Carpet Wars 4 - Round 2 
 
The second round of this year’s championship kicked off with another full entry list. The regular top drivers 
were there – Kevin Brunsden, Adam Rogers, Andy Childs and Glenn Doman to challenge for more points 
to contribute to this year’s title. 
 
In 27t stock, local star Richmond Rogers topped the bill with his Tamiya 415msx ahead of Nathan Morgan 
in 2nd and Elliot Boots in 3rd. Neil Castle and Brian Shardlow making up the top 5. In the A final Richmond 
held on to the top spot in front of Neil and Elliot, who at such a young age is showing real maturity in his 
driving. 
 
In 19t super stock Chris Kerswell took FTD ahead of last year’s stock winner Nathan Parker, but it was 
Mark Stiles who followed Chris home in the finals with Neil Mottram in 3rd. 
 
The modified FTD was easily Adam Roger’s with his MI2 EC a clear half a lap ahead of Kevin Brunsden 
and Glenn Doman. Nothing got in his way in the finals either and Adam took the win but it was track 
designer Andy Childs in 2nd and Brian Eldridge in 3rd.  
 
Rumors abound that Adam would be driving a “Mi3” prototype in the next round so we will see if he keeps 
up his dominating performance!

 Winter Championships Update 
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Round 2 started of at 9.20, with over 70 people booked in, the qualifying started as normal with the 27t class. 
Some of the lower heats had competitors who were giving the Carpet Masters, a go for the first time, like Carl & 
Danny Bateman, Kyle Johnson, all of which really enjoyed the day. 
In the 27t Class Alistair Graham decided to move out of the 19t Class for this event, not sure if he left his 19t Motor 
in, but he promptly went into FTD position. 
So it was 1st Alistair, 2nd Chris Clark, 3rd Nick Turner, and 4th John Robson. 
In the 19t Class Ian Whittingham was back, after missing the 1st Round, missing this time was Olly, opting to go 
else where (WHY), during qualifying we had some really desperate qualifying, from some people, which resulted in 
some people being lower than they normally are, due to impatient racing. 
At the end of qualifying we had 1st Andrew Robson, 2nd Ian Whittingham, 3rd Colin Price, and 4th Adam Meakin. 
After a short interval, the 1st leg of the Finals, started of with the D Final 27t, which was for the novice drivers, after 
5 mins, of battling, the result was Harley Young being the eventual winner, 
The C final was won by Andy Clark who was having a bad day. The B final was won by Mark Poulton, both Andy 
& Mark also won the 2nd leg Finals. 
The A finals 1st & 2nd leg was won by FTD Man Alistair, a few mechanical break downs resulted in 2nd place man 
Chris Clark & 4th place man John Robson, non finishers, (I could of won that one). 
The Start of the D Final was a bit hectic, with a few cars going in directions they did not wish them to go, but once 
the grey mist had cleared, things got a little better, I think next time, I will remove the marshals and get the drivers 
to marshal their own cars, it’s surprising how the driving becomes less aggressive. 
The Eventual Combined winners of the D final were 1st Damien Wybraniec, 2nd Chris Swift, and 3rd Chris 
Williams. 
Start of the C Final was a little bit better, with only one car dropping out after lap 7, the whole race was relatively 
clean, resulting in Combined wins for Chris Parrot, 2nd Mark Richards, 3rd Ian Philips. 
Moving on to the A Final, in Rd 1in November, we had a demonstration run between Olly & Andrew, so we where 
all waiting to see if we could have the same between Andrew & Ian, all the cars lined up for the start of the 1st leg, 
the start signal sounded, they all headed for the first bend, Andrew had got around the first 2 corners when the 
inevitable happened, someone touched someone else and a few cars came to grief, including 2nd man Ian, his car 
was pointing at the hose, so Ian hit the power and jumped over the hose, which put him back behind 1st place man 
Andrew, which the drivers on the rostrum gave a groan of disapproval, the outcome was I had to give Ian a 5sec 
penalty, which at the end, Ian being the sports man he is accepted it, did not agree with it but just shrugged his 
shoulders, and got on with preparing for the next Final. 
Second leg A Final this time the start was a little better, a couple of people had incidences on lap one, one of those 
being Colin Price, who for the whole of the race had problems causing, other people to either collide with him or 
causing them to collide with others trying to stay out of his way. 
The racing between the other drivers was very close, young Adam Meakin who came 2nd in the 1st leg was following 
Andrew most of the race with places being changed between Ian & Adam during the race, it was half way through 
the race when Andrew was taken out by the ailing car of Collins, which dropped Andrew way down the list, Adam 
then inherited the lead which he kept till the end, Resulting in the combined win for Adam, 2nd Andrew, 3rd Ian. So 
that was that unfortunately Andrew has got to do better for the next meeting, he was hoping he could have had it 
easy for Round 3, because after Rd 3 with his Wife Sam expecting their 2nd child around the end of Feb, Andrew 
was not holding out much chance of being at the last round, it’s OK Sam he can manage without you this once.

The usual full entry list showed the continuing popularity of this event. 
 
Adam Rogers seemed to struggle a little with his Mi3 prototype but the potential of the 
car was evident.. He only qualified 3rd behind Glenn Doman and Kevin Brunsden. It was 
Kevin however that proved to be the class of the field and took the A final win ahead of 
Andy Childs in 2nd and Glenn in 3rd. 
 
Nathan Parker took the 19t super stock FTD ahead of round 2 winners Chris Kerswell 
and Fabien Simonini. But in the final Mark Stiles jumped all 3 of them with a win and a 
2nd place to take the overall win. 
 
Rising young star Elliot Boots took the FTD spot in 27t stock with an amazing 
performance of speed, his Xray T2 007 clearly the fastest stock car in the field. 
With a 1st and  2nd place from the 2 legged finals it also say him take the A final win 
ahead of Nathan Morgan and another driver coming to form on carpet John Painter. 
 
Another fantastic meeting run by Ian Knight and the Maritime team was enjoyed by all, 
and at the half way point everything is still up for grabs!

Olly set FTD but that was down to Russ making errors which cost 
him a clean run, Russ then started to focus on the A final while Olly desperately worked to get his car 
sorted. Keith Robertson was also running at round four and he lined up behind Russ on the grid for 
the A final, at the buzzer Keith’s challenge effectively ended in a first corner shunt which dropped him 
to the back of the pack, up front it was more of the same from Russ as he hassled Olly. 
 
The Hot Bodies team driver did not look happy with the set up of his car and as Olly got into traffic 
Russ closed in, Chris Bottle left a gap for Olly as he was being lapped and Olly and Russ dived 
through but as he did Russ clipped a corner marker and launched his car, this was enough to give 
Olly the win, after the meeting Olly’s handling problem was traced to a set of rouge tyres. With Olly, 
Russ, Keith and Merv Wignall only making the odd guest appearance at the Thrashnals the 19 turn 
class is wide open, regulars like Stephen Davies is looking good with consistent results as is Chris 
Bottle, both drivers moving up from 27 turn.

Dave Spashett Interview 

 

 
 
 

David Spashett is with out a doubt the UK's most successful touring driver, this multiple national, world and 
European champion dominated the RC scene for many years, now a family man and becoming more increasingly 
involved with the commercial side of Helger Racing David slowly slipped away from the UK national TC scene last 
year. We caught up with David to ask him about his plans and his feelings on the forthcoming UK touring car 
nationals. 
  
Everyone knows you as a multiple touring car champion, last year you faded away from national touring car events, was this a 
reflection on how you felt toward touring cars, or a commercial decision based on your new role with Sportwerks. 
 
[David Spashett] A little of both really. TC requires complete dedication and can take up a lot of your time not only at the race 
track but back home between meetings in preparation and testing. With the combination of work, family life and racing I simply 
couldn't keep up and be prepared for the weekends racing. This basically took all of my enjoyment out of the class and before 
I resented something I have loved to do I thought it would be better to stop.  
  
2007 sees some changes in the rules for modified touring cars, what are your feelings on five cell and one control tyre for 
each class. 
 
[David Spashett] Having just the one controlled tyre will help the racer not only financially but also hopefully to enjoy their 
racing more. A level playing field with a known common factor every time you now go racing can only help.  
Something had to be done to lower the loads and reduce the heat generated in the cars; things were at 100% and failures to 
common. We could debate all day about different ideas and the right and wrong decision but at least we are trying something. 
I will say that I am glad we didn't go four cell! what a nightmare that would have been. I am also glad to see that the 27T and 
19T have stuck with 6 cell so the entry level beginner can still go race without having to spend loads of money on equipment. 
  
 You have competed many different classes in your time, do you feel touring cars could learn something from 1:12, gas, off 
road or rallycross. 
 
[David Spashett] Yes I think there are areas we can all learn from. Gas racing is constant due to the fact they don't change 
the fuel tank size. We constantly allow increased battery sizes so more and more capacity and this has caused us the 
problem with heat and component failures. This constant factor in gas racing has meant a level playing field for years and one 
which has allowed the increase in new technologies to be limited to a sensible level. 
  
 This year we are looking at increasing the profile of UK touring nationals, hopefully making them higher profile, more like the 
meetings you have contested all over the world, we have the KO grand Prix which I know is a favorite of yours, but do you see 
this is as the way forward or in your opinion should we concentrate on smaller more regional meetings. 
 
[David Spashett] Less is more. I think we have too many national meetings during the year so it dilutes their status and 
meaning. I was sat in an airport with some of the English TC team during the 2006 season and we were talking about the 
nationals, not one of them could remember who had won each round of the national championship. A concentration on three 
larger events during the year would I believe mean more for the racers. This would also give the racers the chance to go back 
club racing and supporting the local venues. 
 



  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
  
 Like me you see the Junior Nationals as important to the development and future of our sport, as someone who started very 
young what one piece of advice would you give a young driver wishing to follow in your footsteps 
 
[David Spashett] First and foremost don't forget to enjoy yourself. Take your time to be ready before you even get to the 
event and try to learn something every time you go out on the track. When you start to do well don't get complacent, try to find 
the best solutions for you and your driving style. Never be scared to ask for help or ask questions but always make your own 
decisions. 
  
We have a wealth of touring car talent here in the UK but who do you see making the headlines in 2007. 
 
[David Spashett]  In the modified category I think it will be the usual crowd of drivers. In the 19T class I think you will have the 
regulars at the top and I hope to see drivers like Rob Fox and Chris Condon making waves during the season.  
  
Finally, have you hung up your touring car hat for good or are we likely to see David Spashett driving a touring again 
sometime.  

 
 
 
[David Spashett] For the moment, I would like to run a couple of events during the year just to keep track of what is going on 
and catching up with people trackside but I have no intentions to compete in the national championship next year.

GP CARPET WORLD CUP GENEVA 
 
The GP Carpet World Cup is now one of Europe’s more prestigious indoor  
winter meetings, the event held at the impressive GRF complex just outside 
Geneva and attracts all the major European touring car stars, a large number of 
brits traditionally make the trip to Switzerland, here is a brief report on how they 
got on. 
 
Two days of practise saw 
Andy Moore struggle a 
little to find a good set up 
on his Hot Bodies 
Cyclone, Craig Drescher 
looked very quick early 
on with his Novak 
Brushless powered TC5.  
 
The format of the meeting is based around conventional qualifying with the top 
32 going through to the World Cup competition, so the first priority is make sure 

you make the cut. Then it’s on to Reedy race format 
 
Andy Moore found some pace and was on for a win in 
the first round of qualifying when a slight mistake on his 
last lap cost him some time, Temmu Leino jumped on 
the chance to take the win it was a costly mistake for 
Andy as after that qualifying Temmu had taken FTD by 
virtue of that rounds result. Craig was also in the top ten 
he was looking strong, just outside the top ten was Olly 
Jefferies with Ben Cosgrove holding a top twenty place, 
Johnny Bowden was also in the top thirty but slightly 

disappointed at not finding the form he showed here in 2005.  
 

 
 
Stu Noble jumped into the deep end taking on his first international meeting and 
modified at the same time, Stu kept his head down and worked really hard, he 
got a lot from the meeting improved his times with every run, another brit making 
the trip was Welshman Robert Harry. Racing and proving the toughness of the 
new Scathe was Much More UK’s Keith Anderson.  



 
The grid order for the Reedy 
Races was decided by a draw 
fro each race, Olly Jefferies 
suffering his luck at being 
drawn on the back row for every 
race. The top ten then get to 
race the Lords of Touring Race, 
the highlight of which was Andy 
Moore’s great start jumping 
Temmu into the first corner, he 
scampered off and was only 
seen by other drivers as he 
lapped them.

Carpet Wars Two Day World Cup 

 
 
If there is one domestic meeting over the winter that you had to attend it would the 
Carpet Wars Two Day World Cup meeting at Maritime Racing, with an entry good 
enough to grace any national and a large flowing track this meeting has grown in 
stature over the past years and is now a not to be missed stop off on the winter 
touring car calendar. 
 
Heading up the modified entry was world champion Andy Moore, he won this 
meeting last year ahead of Dave Spashett, this year’s challenge would come from 
an on form Adam Rogers. In 19 turn there was a number of drivers capable of taking 
the crown including, Chris Kerswell, Russ Williams, Rob Fox and Chris Condon. 
Carpet Wars produces some good 27 turn racing and this class looked to be very 
open with young rising star Elliot Boots, local driver Gavin Clinch and Gary Dyson. 
 
Elliot Boots dominated the first few rounds of 27 turn qualifying and showed why  
this young man is such a bright young star, in 19 turn Chris Kerswell looked quick 

but after two rounds it was the Schumacher 
of Russ Williams the held FTD. In modified 
Glen took FTD in round only to loose it to 
Andy Moore in round 2, Adam Rogers 
challenge took a while to get going with two

On to round three and not much change in the top places, Adam Rogers got in a 
clean run which put him in the top five, Elliot still led up front in 27 turn while in 19 
turn there was nice battle shaping up between Chris Kerswell and Russ Williams. 
 
All to play for in round four, particularly if the track was not going to give a quick 
run on Sunday morning, Elliot Boots kept his lead in 27 turn overnight while Chris 
Kerswell gave Russ something to think about back in hotel room as he took FTD 
at the end of qualifying on Saturday, Adam Rogers continued to struggle and 
another FTD due to a striped spur gear was not helping his cause, up front Andy 
Moore led comfortably while Chris Grainger and Olly Jefferies gave chase. 
 
Sunday morning and the final qualifying run, both Chris Kerswell and Russ 
Williams gave the impression neither wanted FTD as both made errors, so no 
change at the top, Nathan Parker missed the previous days action and was 
hoping for a one run shot a the A final, but it was not to be and he ended up 
outside the top ten 
 
Nobody looked like knocking Elliot Boots of the top spot and the young driver 
lined up on pole full of confidence for the A final. 
 
In Modified Andy Moore pulled out early on with a smoking car, leaving Chris 
Grainger and Olly Jefferies fighting over second, Olly looked to be quicker but an 
error cost him and he had to settle for third behind Chris. Adam pulled up to 

fourth with a clean run and no problems, behind 
Adam Glen Doman looked comfortable with Kevin 
Brunsden sixth. 
 
Scrutineering was keen but fair, all the top ten 
runners in 27 turn and 19 turn had there motors 
checked, Ian Knight keen to let everyone know that 
bending the rules would not be excepted at Carpet 
Wars, particularly as there was prize money at 
stake, a level playing was a must. 
 
First of the A finals was 27 turn stock and Elliot 
Boots posted his intensions leading from the buzzer 
and taking the win from Ian 
Taylor and John Painter. 
 

The first 19 turn A final in 19 turn saw a win for Chris Kerswell 
with Ricky Copsie 2nd from 9th on the grid. 
 
Andy Moore shot off into the lead of the first modified final and 
it was then a battle for second which saw Olly Jefferies come 
through in front of Chris Grainger. 
 
Second round of finals and it was business as usual for Elliot 
Boots with another win in 27 turn with John Painter coming 
home second, Elliot was now crowned 27 turn champ but 
second was still up for grabs. 



 
In Modified Andy Moore made it two wins from two, Adam Rogers finished 
second and this left Andy as champ but a number of drivers capable of taking 
second. 
 
Elliot made it a hat trick of 27 turn wins and a third for John Painter gave him 
second overall with Ian Taylor third. 
 
Russ Williams got away and led the third of the 19 turn finals and win was 
enough to give Russ the meeting win from Chris Kerswell and Rob Fox. 
 
The last modified A final saw places changing on a lap by lap basis, Andy Moore 
was upfront while the rest of the drivers battled behind, Olly managed another 
second which was enough to complete a Hot Bodies 1-2, Chris Grainger came 
home third for Yokomo.

Overall it was a classic meeting which was well 
received and enjoyed by everyone, great 
showing by youngster Elliot Boots, well done to 
Russell Williams on his first major win for 
Schumacher and  yet another title for Andy 
Moore.
